Main suggestions/comments from the feedback:- 
 
1. Look at the possibility/logistics of more meat-focussed/commercially relevant classes. 
2. Work on the mentoring system for judges for hoof & hook.  (Adelaide hoof & hook is already 

established and will give good one-on-one training with experienced hoof and hook judge). 
3. Continue with mentoring system for judges.  E.g. 1 x SA judge mentors 1 or 2 x Australian judges 

at show.  This will instil confidence with exhibitors, and provide excellent/broader training for 
Australian judges.   

4. Look at the possibility of having Sydney as the fixed venue every second year, and rotating 
around the states every alternate year. 

5. Establish/re-establish a proper post-show function where exhibitors and judges can socialise. 
6. Address possibility of having a National Sale following the National Show.

Main suggestions/comments from the feedback:- 
 
1. Look at possibly lowering the membership fee for smaller studs.   
2. Look at generic ads in Small Farms Magazine, etc.  It is a good opportunity to raise awareness 

and does not have to be too expensive.  NB: Our first BGBAA ad will be the in the Cattle

3. There is a strong need to focus more on the commercial/domestic/meat market, and that the 
stud/show focus is not important to all breeders.  This highlights the importance of continuing 
to strive for COMMERCIAL RELEVANCE. 

4. National classification system.  There is a strong need to implement a national classification 
system.   

5. Judges Process ς Some review of the current process is required.   
6. Breed Standards ς There are some areas of concern with breeders ς some review is required.     
7. Implement disciplinary committee, establish a Code of Ethics for Directors, finalise forms, look 

at renaming the committee, etc. 
8. Review of export activities, interests, expenses, clarification, etc.  Look at working with 

exporters to ensure exporting process is easier. 
 
RED REGISTER REVIEW

Reds.  The main requirement for this survey was whether or not to merge the 3 grades/identifiers (K, 
R & A) and which to use in the future.

I was very fortunate to be able to attend, on 
behalf of the Qld Branch of the BGBAA, the 
Barcaldine Goat Expo and Race event held at 
Barcaldine on 15th September 2012. The day

The day included events such as a wide 
variety of goat races, a pet parade and 
ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ƴƻǾŜƭǘȅ ŜǾŜƴǘǎΣ ŀnd a goat jump-up 
competition. Displays and exhibits involving 
BGBAA ς Qld Branch, Dairy Goat Society, 
commercial Boer and crossbred goats, and 
various other goat related items, and market 
stalls were available for viewing on the day. 
Delicious goat meat curry was available for 
lunch. 

The commercial goats (both breeding does 
and meat wethers) were penned in groups of 
three or singly and were required to be 
judged.  I was surprised that there was little 
competition, despite the very generous cash 
prizes donated by Hancock Coal. These goats

most cases out of a 20,000 acre paddock so 
had no preparation, other than a long drive to 
the event.  No doubt, the effort in just 
capturing the goats was considerable for 
some, and that affected the numbers. There 
were a number of goat producers from the 
area and elsewhere, interested in more goat 
related information.   

While the goat races were fascinating to 
watch for new-comers such as myself, the 
locals were still coming to terms with the fact 
that 13 of the best trained (and speediest) 
goats in the district had unfortunately 
άŘƛǎŀǇǇŜŀǊŜŘέ ǇǊƛƻǊ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ŜǾŜƴǘΦ These goats 
had been running on large acreages and could 
not be located in time for the competition. 
However, the races went on with much spirit 
and good-natured rivalry.   

Most of the racing goats were large wethers 
with big horns, but I did notice a few polled 
ones too.  They were generally tall framed and 
multi-coloured, appearing to be a blend of 
Anglo-Nubian, Boer and rangeland breeding.  
The surprise opportunity that I had to have a 
go in a goat race was over all too quickly ς no 
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time for a warm up to get the feel ς straight 
down that track heading for home base.  Just 
as I felt that what started out feeling like an 
uncontrollable rollercoaster was actually very 
controllable, it was all over! 

The two main organisers of the event, Jo 
Martin and Tom Lockie deserve many 

congratulations for the huge effort and 
community spirit that they provide to the 
event.  I sincerely thank the BGBAA-Qld 
Branch for the opportunity to attend and 
contribute in 2012.

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URGENT, BGBAA Press Release from TreasǳǊŜǊ DŜƻŦŦ aƛǘŎƘŜƭƭΧΧΧΧ 
Christmas Downsizing 
 

Today's global economic challenges and the continued high $AUD, which is limiting our overseas 
markets, require the BGBAA Board of Directors to continue to look for a better, more competitive 
edge. Effective immediately, the following economy measures are to take place in the "Twelve Days 
of Christmas" Portfolio: 

1. The partridge will be retained, but the pear tree never turned out to be the cash crop 
forecasted. It will be replaced by a plastic hanging plant, providing considerable savings in 
maintenance. 

2. The two turtle doves represent a redundancy that is simply not cost effective. In addition, 
their romance during working hours could not be condoned. The positions are therefore 
eliminated. 

3. The three French hens will remain intact. After all, everyone loves the French. 

4. The four calling birds were replaced by an automated voice mail system, with a call waiting 
option. An analysis is underway to determine who the birds have been calling, how often 
and how long they talked. 

5. The five golden rings have been put on hold by the Board of Directors. Maintaining a 
portfolio based on one commodity could have negative implications for institutional 
investors. Diversification into other precious metals as well as a mix of T-Bills and high 
technology stocks appear to be in order. 

6. The six geese-a-laying constitutes a luxury which can no longer be afforded. It has long been 
felt that the production rate of one egg per goose per day is an example of the decline in 
productivity. Three geese will be let go, and an upgrading in the selection procedure by 
personnel will assure management that from now on every goose it gets will be a good 
one. 

7. The seven swans-a-swimming is obviously a number chosen in better times. Their function is 
primarily decorative. Mechanical swans are on order. The current swans will be retrained 
to learn some new strokes and therefore enhance their outplacement. 

8. As you know, the eight maids-a-milking concept has been under heavy scrutiny by the EEOC. 
A male/female balance in the workforce is being sought. The more militant maids consider 
this a dead-end job with no upward mobility. Automation of the process may permit the 
maids to try a-mending, a-mentoring or a-mulching.

Regarding the lawsuit filed by the attorney's association seeking expansion to include the legal 
profession ("thirteen lawyers-a-suing"), action is pending. 
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Lastly, it is not beyond consideration that deeper cuts may be necessary in the future to stay 
competitive. Should that happen, the Board will request management to scrutinize the Snow White 
Portfolio to see if seven dwarfs is the right number. Forced redundancies may be in order.

DECEMBER HEATH ISSUES 
 
If you live in an area with barley grass 
prevalent, this time of the year can cause 
problems with seed heads in goatsΩ feet. They 
can pack between the claws and causes 
lameness initially, then more serious 
problems if a seed punctures or works its way 
into the soft tissue between the claws.  At this 
time of the year, with flies around, any 
puncture wound may become flyblown. It is 
just as important to be vigilant with any signs 
of goat lameness during summer, as it is 
during winter.  In most cases it just requires 

pulling the seed heads from between the 
claws and spraying with an antiseptic spray. 
More severe cases, if the seed head has 
resulted in an abscess, may require antibiotics 
and the use of a fly strike spray. The latter can 
be obtained from stock agents and is a handy 
item to keep in the medicine chest. Working 
dogs and paddock dogs (eg Maremmas) 
should be checked for any seeds which may 
work their way into their ears. You may need 
to contact your Veterinarian for advice.
